Dearly beloved, we have come together in the presence of 
Almighty God our heavenly Father, to render thanks for the 
great benefits that we have received at his hands, to set forth 
his most worthy praise, to hear his holy Word, and to ask, for 
ourselves and on behalf of others, those things that are 
necessary for our life and our salvation. And so that we may 
prepare ourselves in heart and mind to worship him, let us 
kneel in silence, and with penitent and obedient hearts 
confess our sins, that we may obtain forgiveness by his 
infinite goodness and mercy. 
All: 
Almighty and most merciful Father, 
we have erred and strayed from thy ways like lost sheep, 
we have followed too much the devices and desires of our 
    own hearts, 
we have offended against thy holy laws,

But thou, O Lord, have mercy upon us, 
spare thou those who confess their faults, 

restore thou those who are penitent, 
according to thy promises declared unto mankind 
in Christ Jesus our Lord; 
and grant, O most merciful Father, for his sake, 
that we may hereafter live a godly, righteous, and sober life, 
to the glory of thy holy Name. Amen.

The Almighty and merciful Lord grant us absolution and 
remission of all our sins, true repentance, amendment of 
life, and the grace and consolation of his Holy Spirit.

The Song of Zechariah    BCP 50 
 
Blessed be the Lord God of Israel, * 
    for he hath visited and redeemed his people; 
And hath raised up a mighty salvation for us * 
    in the house of his servant David, 
As he spake by the mouth of his holy prophets, * 
    which have been since the world began: 
That we should be saved from our enemies, * 
    and from the hand of all that hate us;

A reading from Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians 1:10-18 

 
Now I appeal to you, brothers and sisters, by the name of 
our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you be in agreement and 

that there be no divisions among you, but that you be 
united in the same mind and the same purpose. For it has 
been reported to me by Chloe’s people that there are 
quarrels among you, my brothers and sisters. What I mean 
is that each of you says, “I belong to Paul,” or “I belong to 
Apollos,” or “I belong to Cephas,” or “I belong to Christ.”  
Has Christ been divided? Was Paul crucified for you? Or 
were you baptized in the name of Paul? I thank God that I 
baptized none of you except Crispus and Gaius, so that no 
one can say that you were baptized in my name. (I did 
baptize also the household of Stephanas; beyond that, I do 
not know whether I baptized anyone else.) For Christ did 
not send me to baptize but to proclaim the gospel, and not 
with eloquent wisdom, so that the cross of Christ might not 
be emptied of its power. 
 
For the message about the cross is foolishness to those 
who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the 
power of God.

We praise thee, O God; we acknowledge thee to be the Lord. 
All the earth doth worship thee, the Father everlasting. 
To thee all Angels cry aloud, 
the Heavens and all the Powers therein. 
To thee Cherubim and Seraphim continually do cry: 

    Holy, holy, holy, Lord God of Sabaoth; 

    Heaven and earth are full of the majesty of thy glory. 
The glorious company of the apostles praise thee. 
The goodly fellowship of the prophets praise thee. 
The noble army of martyrs praise thee. 
The holy Church throughout all the world 
                              doth acknowledge thee, 
    the Father, of an infinite majesty, 
    thine adorable, true, and only Son, 
    also the Holy Ghost the Comforter. 



Thou art the King of glory, O Christ. 
Thou art the everlasting Son of the Father. 
When thou tookest upon thee to deliver man, 
thou didst humble thyself to be born of a Virgin. 
When thou hadst overcome the sharpness of death, 
thou didst open the kingdom of heaven to all believers. 
Thou sittest at the right hand of God, in the glory of the Father. 
We believe that thou shalt come to be our judge. 
    We therefore pray thee, help thy servants, 
    whom thou hast redeemed with thy precious blood. 
    Make them to be numbered with thy saints, 
    in glory everlasting. 
 
A reading from the Gospel of Matthew 4:12-23 
 
When Jesus heard that John had been arrested, he 
withdrew to Galilee. He left Nazareth and made his home in 
Capernaum by the sea, in the territory of Zebulun and 
Naphtali, so that what had been spoken through the 
prophet Isaiah might be fulfilled: 

“Land of Zebulun, land of Naphtali, 
on the road by the sea, across the Jordan, 
Galilee of the Gentiles— 

the people who sat in darkness 
have seen a great light, 

and for those who sat in the region and shadow of 
death 
light has dawned.” 

From that time Jesus began to proclaim, “Repent, for the 
kingdom of heaven has come near.” 
 
As he walked by the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers, 
Simon, who is called Peter, and Andrew his brother, casting 
a net into the sea—for they were fishermen. And he said to 
them, “Follow me, and I will make you fish for people.” 
Immediately they left their nets and followed him. As he 
went from there, he saw two other brothers, James son of 

Zebedee and his brother John, in the boat with their father 
Zebedee, mending their nets, and he called them. 
Immediately they left the boat and their father, and 
followed him. 
Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their 
synagogues and proclaiming the good news of the kingdom 
and curing every disease and every sickness among the 
people.
